SAFETY INFORMATION

Please read this manual carefully before using the appliance. The use of this dishwasher for
other purposes, violation of the rules of installation, operation, cleaning and safety rules deprives
you of the right to guarantee service. The dishwasher is designed for home household and similar
applications.

& Attention! Qualified personnel must only install the appliance!

e This appliance has been designed for non-professional use by private individuals in their
homes. It is not designed for industrial or laboratory use. Do not use it for other purposes.

* Remove the appliance packaging and make sure that it is not damaged. Do not leave the
packaging unguarded, both for the safety of children and for the protection of the environment,
but dispose of it in a center for differentiated waste.

* Before using the appliance, check that the mains power voltage corresponds to the voltage
shown on the rating label.

e Do not use adapters, multi-plugs or extension cords.

* Plug the power cord into an outlet only after installing the appliance. Make sure the power plug
is freely accessible.

* Inspect the appliance before turning on. If the dishwasher and the power cord are damaged, do
not plug the appliance into a power outlet.

e The dishwasher shall be set in dry location, use of the appliance on the street is forbidden.
Do not use the appliance outdoors. Do not expose it to rain, moisture, direct sunlight or other
atmospheric conditions. Do not install or operate the appliance at temperatures below 0 °C.

* In order to avoid ignition and electric shock prevent hit of water on any part of the dishwasher.

* Do not use the appliance with a damaged power cord or socket. The user must not replace the
electric power cable of the appliance. A qualified electrician must only replace it.

* Do not damage, do not overwind and do not bend the power cord. Do not put heavy objects
on the power cord.

e If the power cord is damaged, the manufacturer or its service agent or a similar qualified
person must replace it in order to avoid a hazard.

e Never pull for a power cord, you hold for a fork.

* In case of relocation, maintenance or repair, the appliance must be switched off and the plug
must be removed from the mains.

* Young children must be kept well away from the appliance.

* This appliance may be used by children from 8 years of age onwards and by persons with
reduced physical, sensorial or mental capabilities, or who lack experience and knowledge so
long as they are properly supervised or have been trained on how to use the appliance safely
and are aware of the risks involved. Children must not play with the appliance. The appliance
must not be cleaned or serviced by unsupervised children.

* Appliance is not to be used by children or persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction.

e If an abnormal situation arises (like a burning smell), immediately turn off the unit and
disconnect the power. Call your dealer for instructions to avoid electric shock, fire or injury.

* Do not operate the dishwasher in places near or around combustible gases. Emitted gas may
collect around the unit and cause explosion.

* Do not operate the dishwasher in a wet room such as a bathroom or laundry room. Too much
exposure to water can cause electrical components to short circuit.

* Do not operate the dishwasher with wet hands. This may cause electric shock.

Do not use appliance for any other purpose than its intended use.

Do not sit on or stand on the door of the dishwasher.

Do not place any heavy objects on the door when it is open. The appliance could tip forward.
The door should not be left open, since this could increase the risk of tripping.

Do not operate your dishwasher unless all enclosure panels are properly in place.

Open the door very carefully if the dishwasher is operating; there is a risk of water squirting
out.

Do not leave the door open, because this increases the risk of tripping. When loading items to
be washed locate sharp items so that they are not likely to damage the door seal. Knives and
other utensils with sharp points must be loaded in the basket with their points facing down or
placed in a horizontal position.

Some dishwasher detergents are strongly alkaline. They can be extremely dangerous if
swallowed. Avoid contact with the skin and eyes and keep children away from the dishwasher
when the door is open. Check that the detergent powder is empty after completion of the wash
cycle.

Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked “dishwasher safe” or the equivalent. For
unmarked plastic items not so marked, check the manufacturer’s recommendations.

Use only detergent and rinse agents recommended for use in an automatic dishwasher. Never
use soap, laundry detergent, or hand washing detergent in your dishwasher. Keep these
substances out of the reach of children.
The appliance needs to be connected to the main water valve using new hose sets. Old sets
should not be reused.

Do not exceed the maximum number of places to wash.
To save energy, in stand by mode, the appliance will switch off automatically while there is no
any operation in 30 minutes.

Do not install the appliance near heat sources (radiators, stoves, or other devices that
generate heat) and do not install it under the hob.

Keep children and pets away from the open dishwasher, as it may contain small or sharp
objects.

* The water inside the dishwasher is not suitable for drinking. It may contain detergent

residues.

Make sure that children do not play with the detergent tablet compartment (from which the
detergent enters the car). The child’s fingers may be stuck in the slots of the compartment.
Keep the appliance clean. Do not clean the dishwasher with excessive amounts of water.

Do not use sharp metal scrapers, caustic or abrasive cleaners, or solvents to clean the
dishwasher surfaces, as they may scratch or damage the dishwasher.

Do not clean the dishwasher with a jet of steam. Do not clean with combustible cleaning
agents. Combustible cleaning agents can cause fire or deformation.

Failure to observe this safety instruction may result in damage to the instrument, burns, injury,
electric shock, short circuit or fire.

Any repair or regulation that may be necessary must be carried out with the greatest care

and attention. Always call an authorized Technical Assistance Center if repairs are required,
specifying the type of problem and the model of your appliance. Repairs made by incompetent
persons could cause damage.

Only original spare parts use for appliance repair.

Step 3. Tension adjustment of the door spring

1. The door springs are set at the factory to the proper
tension for the outer door. If aesthetic wooden panel are
installed, you will have to adjust the door spring tension.
Rotate the adjusting screw to drive the adjustor to strain or
relax the steel cable.

2. Door spring tension is correct when the door remains
horizontal in the fully opened position, yet rises to a close with
the slight lift of a finger.

Step 4. Cold water connection

Connect the cold water supply hose to a threaded % (inch) connector and make
sure that it is fastened tightly in place. If the water pipes are new or have not been
used for an extended period of time, let the water run to make sure that the water
is clear. This precaution is needed to avoid the risk of the water inlet to be blocked
and damage the appliance.

The safety supply hose consists of the double walls. The hose’s system
guarantees it is intervention by blocking the flow of water in case of the supply
hose breaking and when the air space between the supply hose itself and the
outer corrugated hose is full of water.

& WARNING! A hose that attaches to a sink spray can burst if it is installed on the same water
line as the dishwasher. If your sink has one, it is recommended that the hose be disconnected and
the hole plugged.

How to connect the safety supply hose

1. Pull The safety supply hoses completely out from storage compartment located at rear of
dishwasher.

If the sink is 1000 higher from the floor, the excess water in hoses cannot be drained directly into
the sink. It will be necessary to drain excess water from hoses into a bowl or suitable container

that is held outside and lower than the sink.

Water outlet

Connect the water drain hose. The drain hose must be correctly fitted to avoid water leaks. Ensure
that the water drain hose is not kinked or squashed.

Extension hose

If you need a drain hose extension, make sure to use a similar drain hose. It must be no longer
than 4 meters. Otherwise the cleaning effect of the dishwasher could be reduced.

Syphon connection

SALT, RINSE AID, DETERGENT

1. Water Softener

If hard water is used in the dishwasher, deposits will form on the dishes and utensils. The appliance
is equipped with a special softener that uses a salt container specifically designed to eliminate lime
and minerals from the water. The water softener is designed to remove minerals and salts from
the water, which would have a detrimental or adverse effect on the operation of the appliance. The
more minerals there are, the harder your water is. The water softener must be set manually, using
the water hardness dial. Your local Water Authority can advise you on the hardness of the water in
your area.

Adjusting salt consumption

The dishwasher is designed to allow for adjustment in the amount of salt consumed based on the
hardness of the water used. This is intended to optimize and customize the level of salt consumption.
Please follow the steps below for adjustment in salt consumption:

1. Open the door and switch on the appliance.

Filling the water softener tank

Always use salt intended for dishwasher use. The salt container is located beneath the lower
basket and should be filled as explained in the following. Please follow the steps below for adding
dishwasher salt:

o

Remove the lower basket and unscrew the reservoir cap.
Place the end of the funnel (supplied) into the hole and pour in about 1.5 kg of dishwasher salt.

Fill the salt container to its maximum limit with water, it is normal for a small amount of water to
come out of the salt container.

After filling the container, screw back the cap tightly.
The salt warning light will stop being after the salt container has been filled with salt.

Immediately after filling the salt into the salt container, a washing program should be started (We
suggest to use a short program). Otherwise the filter system, pump or other important parts of
the machine may be damaged by salty water. This is out of warranty.

& WARNING!

Only use salt specifically designed for dishwashers use! Every other type of salt not specifically
designed for dishwasher use, especially table salt, will damage the water softener. In case of
damages caused by the use of unsuitable salt the manufacturer does not give any warranty nor
is liable for any damages caused.

Only fill with salt before running a cycle. This will prevent any grains of salt or salty water, which
may have been spilled, remaining on the bottom of the machine for any period of time, which
may cause corrosion.

The salt container must only be refilled when the salt warning light () in the control panel comes
on. Depending on how well the salt dissolves, the salt warning light may still be on even though
the salt container is filled.

If salt has spilled, run a soak or quick program to remove it.

. Rinse aid

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes,
which can leave spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to roll off the dishes.
Your dishwasher is designed to use liquid rinse aids.

& WARNING! Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with
any other substances (e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the
appliance.



When to refill the rinse aid dispenser

This dishwasher is designed to use liquid rinses. The rinse aid tank is located on the door next to
the detergent tank. The tank holds approximately 110 ml of rinse aid.

Unless the rinse-aid warning light on the control panel is on, you can always estimate the amount
from the color of the optical level indicator located next to the cap. When the rinse-aid container is

full, the indicator will be fully dark. The size of the dark dot decreases as the rinse-aid diminishes.

You should never let the rinse aid level be less than 1/4 full. As the rinse aid diminishes, the size of
the black dot on the rinse aid level indicator changes, as illustrated below.

WARNING! If the rinse aid is spilled, wipe it off with an absorbent cloth to prevent excessive
foaming at the next wash. Do not forget to close the tank cover in place before closing the door.

Turn the rinse aid indicator dial to a number between 1 and 6. The higher
the number, the more rinse aids the dishwasher uses. If the dishes are not
drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the next higher number until
your dishes are spot-free. Reduce it if there are sticky whitish stains on your

dishes or a bluish film on glassware or knife blades.

3. Detergent

The chemical ingredients that compose the detergent are necessary to remove, crush and dispense
all dirt out of the dishwasher. Most of the commercial quality detergents are suitable for this purpose.

Only use powder detergents in the tank before starting the wash cycle.

Cleaning tablets

Tablets of different brands dissolve in water at different rates. In this regard, when using short-term
washing programs, some tablets are not completely dissolved and can’t give a full effect. Therefore,
when using tablets, include long-term washing programs to ensure complete removal of detergent
residues.

Tank for detergent

The tank should be filled before each start of the wash cycle according to the instructions given
in the table of wash cycles. This dishwasher uses less detergent and rinse aid than conventional
dishwashers. As a rule, only one tablespoon of detergent is sufficient for normal washing (for heavy
dirt, more detergent is required). Load the detergent directly before turning on the dishwasher,
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otherwise it may get wet and not completely dissolve.

Always load
sharp utensils with the sharp point down.

& Important! Place objects in the dishwasher in following way:

1. ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are faced downwards.

2. Curved items, or ones with recesses, should be loaded aslant so that water can run off.

3. All utensils are stacked securely and can’t tip over.

4. All utensils are placed in the way that the spray arms can rotate freely during washing.

5. Dishes and items of cutlery must not lie inside one another, or cover each other. To avoid
damage, glass objects should not touch one another.

6. Very small items should not be washed in the dishwasher as they could easily fall out of the
basket.

7. Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard!

8. Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned horizontally in

the upper basket.
9. Please do not overload your dishwasher. This is important for good results and for reasonable
consumption of energy.

To prevent water dripping from the upper basket into the lower basket, we recommend that you
empty the lower basket first, followed by the upper basket.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

The door and the door lock

Clean the door seals regularly with a soft damp cloth to remove food deposits. When the dishwasher
is being loaded, food and drink residues may drip onto the sides of the dishwasher door. These
surfaces are outside the wash cabinet and are not accessed by water from the spray arms. Any
deposits should be wiped off before the door is closed. If cleaning is required, the control panel
should be wiped with a soft damp cloth only.

* To avoid penetration of water into the door lock and electrical components, do not use a spray
cleaner of any kind.

Before cleaning or performing maintenance, always remove the plug from the socket. To clean the
exterior and rubber parts of the dishwasher, do not use solvents or abrasive cleaning products. Only
use a cloth with warm soapy water. To remove spots or stains from the surface of the interior, use a
cloth dampened with water a little vinegar, or a cleaning product made specifically for dishwashers.

When not in use for a longtime

It is recommended that you run a wash cycle with the dishwasher empty and then remove the plug
from the socket, turn off the water supply and leave the door of the appliance slightly open. This will
help the door seals to last longer and prevent odors from forming within the appliance.

Moving the appliance
If the appliance must be moved, try to keep it in the vertical position. If absolutely necessary, it can
be positioned on its back.
